1. Members present and apologies
Apologies were accepted.  
2. Group membership  
It was agreed that the meeting would benefit from the young people attending.  Julie agreed to contact Enash to invite her to future meetings.  Bobbi-Lee has moved out of the area.

3. School representation 
Amanda confirmed that she had written to the Head Teacher and Chair of Governors to Oakgrove School to invite them to attend this meeting (and future meetings).  So far no response has been received.  It was agreed that Peter would raise the issue of litter in schools with Sue English and at the cluster schools meeting. He will invite the Head and Chair of Governors via this meeting, as well as raising the issue with Linzi (Extended Schools Co-ordinator).

On rubbish collection days other residents collect their refuse in one pile.  She reported that the new refuse collection service is still piling up the rubbish, and not leaving it in front of individual homes, as promised.  Samantha was asked to report this to the MKC.
