	4. Residents’ survey and results - feedback
The members viewed the graphs showing the results of the consultation.  The three priorities are:

· Litter, rubbish and Tesco trolleys

· Graffiti and vandalism in Kents Hill, Monkston and Monkston Park
· Pavement and verge parking
Claire to provide data from the speed band monitoring for the area.

Claire to ask at MKC for possibility of using Speed Indication Devices (SIDs) to support research.
Colleen to find out the cost of purchasing a SID for the area.

Colleen agreed to take away the findings of the resident consultation and to come back to the group with a response.

Colleen mentioned that the responses to the TVP questions are similar for the Kents Hill and Monkston NAG as the other NAGs across Milton Keynes.

Colleen reported that fridge magnets and A5 flyers will be distributed to local residents to communicate the TVP contact numbers and to introduce the local policing team.  Colleen mentioned the ‘have your say’ events, as well as the email updates to be distributed.

Robert mentioned that local crime statistics are now available on the Safer MK website.

Graffiti.  The community pay back scheme (probation service) was discussed in connection with graffiti.  Chris Winks agreed to find out about potentially employing a team to tackle graffiti in the area.

Pavement and verge parking.  Robert/Amanda to feedback on the progress of the pavement and verge parking order.  Once feedback is gathered, it was agreed to utilise the parking process (already adopted by the NAG) for specific streets on the original Parish Council suggestions.  The NAG can then use the toolkit to tackle issues, which will include surveying residents in those specific streets.
