	6. Neighbourhood Priority Profiles
Parking

Pavement and verge parking order.  Robert reported to the group that the streets proposed to be included in the order were assessed and excluded from the order (bye law).  Amanda has arranged for the Parish Council to meet with Paul Harrison on site to assess the street parking and to understand the requirements for inclusion in the order and to be able to answer to the criteria required.

Robert proposed that thereafter resident opinion and input is collected to support the inclusion of particular streets.  Sam offered to focus on the ‘target streets’ with ‘Have your say’ and ‘Op confidence’ activities to collect input from residents.  The NPP form was updated accordingly.
Graffiti and vandalism

It was agreed that this priority is already specific and therefore the EVA process should verify whether the areas identified on the consultation findings are now free of graffiti.  New graffiti should be photographed for tags and location, and reported to MKC.  The Parish Councillors have small graffiti kits for cleaning too.
All members are encouraged to report incidents of graffiti to MKC.

In communicating this priority to residents it will be important to confirm how this priority has been tackled and how to report graffiti to MKC.  The NPP form was updated accordingly.
