	3. Review 2010 NPPs
Litter

One of the noticeable issues in Kents Hill particularly is the lack of litter bins.

It was discussed that there is litter in the Monkston Park Ouzel Valley Park.  Bins may be possible on the routes from the park (not permitted on the Parks Trust land) to gather litter from visitors.
It was suggested that locations are identified for litter bins (now or when highways have been adopted) for potential litter bin installation.

Adoption of Monkston Park routes/landscaping – Plaistow Crescent.  Amanda was asked to ascertain whether roads and landscaping areas have been adopted.
It was discussed that the take away in Monkston Park – bin being moved into the shop (by the window) when the shop is closed.  Vanessa suggested to contact Environmental Health regarding this. (see minute 10).
Tenant/business responsibility for litter near premises.  It was suggested that the NAG contacts Chris Carvell to understand exactly what the responsibility is for litter, collecting litter and providing bins for business.

It was suggested that there should be a feature in the next Parish Council newsletter about litter (end June).

Posters – it was suggested that the posters should be rotated on the notice boards in the Parish Council area.  Amanda to print the posters and laminate them for the notice boards (x5) to be rotated.
Amanda to print a full set of posters for each of the local schools (Kents Hill, Monkston, Monkston Park, Oakgrove) and to provide to Gwen.

It was suggested to encourage shops to display notices in their windows about the safe disposal of litter.

Graffiti and vandalism

At the EVA graffiti on the yellow bollards was identified.  Reported to MKC.

It was agreed as an action to continue to encourage residents to report graffiti and vandalism in the area.  Agreed to utilise the posters on the notice boards for information.
Noise leaflet to be distributed across the area (w/c 24/05/10).

Robert presented processes for reporting graffiti and parking issues in the NAG area.

Parking

Sam agreed to provide leaflet to the group (to Robert) that is provided to residents to outline parking ‘do’s’ and ‘don’ts’.
Pavement and verge parking order.  Sam to let Amanda know which streets she has visited regarding the parking issues.  Amanda to then work out how many houses there are in the remaining streets (suggested for the pavement and verge parking order), have letters printed and delivered to Sam for distribution in the remaining streets.
