MINUTES OF THE KENTS HILL AND MONKSTON PARISH COUNCIL
 MEETING HELD AT 7.30 PM ON 23rd JUNE 2008 
AT THE CHURCH OF CHRIST THE KING, KENTS HILL, MILTON KEYNES.

1. Members present and apologies for absence
Members present were Cllrs. Laws, Cockram, Mrs Cockram, Dalgarno, Ferrans, Gathani, and Maudsley.

Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr Holliman.  Cllrs Cockram and Mrs Cockram apologised for their absence at the meeting on 12th May 2008.  Their apology was accepted.
Ward Councillors Crooks (from 9.20pm) and Tamagnini-Barbosa (left at 9.00pm) were in attendance. Cllr McPake and Butler-Ellis advised that they would be unable to attend the meeting.  David Blandamer from Milton Keynes Council was also in attendance until the end of item 5 on the agenda.
There were no members of the public attending the meeting.
2. Declaration of interest
Cllrs Cockram and Dalgarno expressed their interest in the allotments item on the agenda.  

Cllrs Cockram and Mrs Cockram expressed a personal interest in the item Bedgeberry Place.

Cllr Maudsley expressed his interest in the Kents Hill Sports Field and Pavilion. 
Ward Cllr Crooks declared an interest in item 13 as a Trustee of the Buckinghamshire County Council pension scheme.

3. Approval of the minutes of the last meeting
The minutes of the meetings on 28th April 2008 and 12th May 2008 (Annual Council Meeting) were approved and duly signed.
4. Minutes of the last meeting – action points

The Clerk reviewed the action points from the meeting minutes for 28th April and 12th May 2008.

Cllr Dalgarno offered to add the issue of the Monkston Park notice board to the list of incomplete items in Monkston Park.
Action:  Cllr Dalgarno to add this issue to the list for McCann.

Cllr Laws has not yet circulated the GIS maps to the Councillors (in connection with landscape adoptions) as agreed at the 12th May meeting.
Action:  Cllr Laws to circulate the GIS maps to the Councillors.

5. Bedgeberry Place – MKC ideas for consultation – David Blandamer to present options 

David Blandamer works in the MKC Urban Design team at Milton Keynes Council and has produced a number of designs for the redevelopment of Bedgeberry Place in Kents Hill.
Mr Blandamer presented four options to the Councillors.  He explained that his brief from English Partnerships had not included the detail requested by the Parish Council.  It was agreed that the Councillors would review the plans and would email their comments to the Clerk.  The Council delegated the Council response to the Clerk to include these comments and to formally respond to English Partnerships and Milton Keynes Council accordingly.

Action:  Councillors to forward comments regarding the proposed plans to the Clerk.

Action:  Clerk to include these comments and formally respond to English Partnerships and Milton Keynes Council, offering willingness to meet with them to discuss further.
6. Play sessions in the summer holidays – preparations and promotion

It was requested that the Clerk contact the schools in the area to promote the summer holiday play sessions.  It was also requested that the Clerk contact Tesco for Community Vouchers to pay for refreshments for the play sessions.
Action:  Clerk to contact the local schools to promote the summer holiday play sessions.

7. Play and youth work in other Parishes – feedback from other Parishes
The Clerk presented the findings from Shenley Church End Parish Council and Bletchley Town Council.
Action:  Clerk to contact Shenley Brook End Parish Council about their employed Youth Worker.

Action:  Clerk to contact Sue Payne to ask for organisations for a greater variety of youth workers for young people.
8. Youth Work – feedback from meeting on 16th June and proposal for activities for the summer 

Cllr Laws reported on the meeting with the Youth Worker team on 16th June. 
9. Kents Hill Sports Ground and Pavilion – meeting on 10th July ad pre-meeting preparations
The Councillors discussed that MKC proposes to lease the Sports Ground and Pavilion to MK Wanderers to offset costs of maintenance.  A pre-meeting was set for Saturday 5th July at 3.00pm. 
10. Monkston Park allotments
The plans for the Monkston Park allotments were presented and discussed.  It was agreed that the Clerk should give the following feedback to the design company and English Partnerships:

i) To accommodate the maximum number of residents there should be one row of quarter plots and one row of half plots

ii) There should be more provision for water as this is a large plot and a fair distance would be walked to reach the water points 

iii) There must be more parking as the proposed number of parking spaces is insufficient.
iv) There needs to be access to the parking from the top of the road, as this road tapers towards the end, and vans are often parked at the end of Wood Green, obstructing potential access to the parking places (a footpath continues to Ouzel Park walkway)
v) Access to the site from the other end (from the footpath) as not all residents will want to drive to the parking side of the site

vi) Fruit trees would need to be maintained by the plot holders with adjacent plots (pruning and managing their size) – this would need to be included in the terms of conditions for tenants.

vii) Fencing consideration – this would need to be at least 30cm beneath the ground level to prevent high numbers of rabbits on the site

viii) Ask whether the Parks Trust have been consulted

Action:  Clerk to respond to English Partnerships and the design company accordingly.
11. Standing orders, financial regulations, risk assessment – adoption of the revised documents

Council requested the addition of ‘whichever is the greater’ to the end of 7 (1) of the standing orders. Council therefore adopted the revised standing orders, financial regulations and risk assessment. 
12. Neighbourhood Action Group – budgets and future costs; Clean Up Morning preparations

It was reported that £193 was granted from the NAG central budget to cover costs of printing leaflets for Monkston.  It was reported that toolkits would be available for key activities generated by NAGs.  The Council thanked Ward Cllr Crooks for delivering the leaflets to the Monkston area.
13. Pension provision for the Clerk – Councillors to discuss

Ward Cllr Crooks offered to find out information from Milton Keynes Council as to the availability of the Buckinghamshire County Council pension scheme within the Council.

Action:  Ward Cllr Crooks to find out more from Milton Keynes Council.

The Clerk will obtain independent pension advice.

15. Representation at other meetings: Eastern Expansion Steering Group; MKAUC; Parishes Assembly

It was agreed that Cllrs Maudsley and Ferrans are the Council representatives for the Eastern Expansion Steering Group, Cllr Maudsley is the Council representative for the MKAUC, and Cllrs Maudsley and Smith are the representatives for the Parishes Assembly.

16.  Financial statements and appeals for funding 
16a.
Appeals for funding

It was agreed at 10.00pm to continue the meeting to complete the agenda.

A grant of £550 was agreed for the Milton Keynes Community Mediation Service.

A grant of £250 was agreed for the Youth Workers to run basketball coaching sessions in the summer holidays (50% matched funding).

An appeal from the Youth Workers for £2000 for an Urban Art project was rejected due to insufficient information.

An appeal from Milton Keynes Credit Union was rejected due to insufficient information.
