	4. Progress reports for information
4a. Kents Hill Sports Ground Lease.  The response received from MKC/Mouchel on the draft lease was discussed.  It was agreed that the Parish Council’s concerns and complaints should be escalated to the next level of management (John Cove and Kate Page, cc. Cllrs Tamagnini-Barbosa and McPake).  Current usage of the sports fields contravenes what is proposed in the lease, and responses so far are not sufficient.

4b. Monkston Park works for adoption and other English Partnerships related issues.  It was agreed that the Clerk should write to English Partnerships requesting a meeting with the Councillors (Cllrs Laws, Maudsley and Smith), and Monkston Park resident/s, to discuss all works relating to Monkston Park.

4c. Monkston adoptions.  It was reported that legal proceedings have started to progress the outstanding adoptions required in Monkston.

4d. Monkston Park notice board.  Cllr Dalgarno reported that Budgens has passed the keys to the community notice board to the Parish Council.

	5. MUGA in Monkston Park

Cllr Ferrans presented the report compiled by the Councillor working party on the topic of the proposed MUGA for Monkston Park.

Members of the public expressed their concern over the suggested locations for the hard court games area, as well as how the consultation phase of this project had been handled. It was expressed that further, more detailed consultation was required for such a facility.  

The Councillors discussed the working party's report and the progress made with the information gathering. The Parish Council carefully considered the findings so far, the residents' views voiced through the local consultation process and during the public open session of the meeting.  The Councillors acknowledged the clear requirement for further, more detailed consultation on the proposed hard surfaced games area.  Following this consideration, it was proposed and agreed that the Parish Council should request that MK Council takes over the project.  It was agreed that MK Council should conduct a full public consultation, in conjunction with the Parish Council, and should lead the project to conclusion co-ordinated closely with the Parish Council.
The Councillors stated that the project had not been proposed due to anti-social behaviour issues, but due to the lack of provision of play equipment in the area.
The Clerk was requested to contact MK Council to progress the project.  The Clerk was also requested to post the working party report on to the website.

	6. Newsletter
