	1. Members present and apologies for absence

	2. Declaration of interest

	3. Minutes
The minutes of the Parish Council meeting on 7th December 2009 were reviewed and approved.  The minutes were duly signed by the Chair as a true record of that meeting. 

	

	4. Decision required – Quality Status
Cllr Barnes presented the report prepared by the Quality Council working group. The Council was unanimous that the Parish Council should continue to work towards Quality Council status.  The Council to review progress again early 2011 and agree to commence the application process.


	

	5. Decision required – Play area improvement  
The revised proposal from MKC was presented to the Parish Council for the improvement of the Lanercost Crescent, Monkston play area. It was agreed that the flexibility should be retained at the play area for older children, as well as introducing new equipment for the younger children.  The revised proposal was agreed with the following amendments:

a) The trim trail, or parts of the trim trail, should be retained.

b) The existing two-way see-saw should be retained.

c) The three-way see-saw is not required.

d) Extension of the wet pour surfacing should be financed if funds allow.

The Clerk was requested to ask MKC for a revised plan to show a) existing equipment and b) new equipment.  The Clerk was requested to ask MKC if they would be able to conduct consultation with residents.  The Clerk is to offer manpower to support the consultation efforts.
