	1. Members present and apologies for absence

	2. Declaration of interest

	3. Minutes
The minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting and Annual Parish Council on Monday 10th May 2010 were reviewed.  The minutes were approved and duly signed as a true record of the meetings.
	

	4. Decision required: Parish and Town Council Charter
It was noted that the MKC Cabinet meeting will take place on 29th June and will finally approve the version of document for circulation and signature by Parish and Town Councils.  No decision could be made at this stage, until the final document has been agreed for signature.

	

	5. Decision required: Street furniture asset audit
The street furniture asset audit was discussed. The outstanding street furniture items are to be audited by Cllrs Smith and Corbett.

Action:  Cllrs Smith and Corbett to assess the items of street furniture (Kents Hill and Monkston Park) and to provide the report to the Clerk.
The Clerk will 

· Update the inventory schedule to include the new litter bins (Parkminster x 2, Lanercost Crescent and Abbeydore Grove play area) and to include these on the map.
· Request the MUGA steel bin back from Chris Carvell

· Raise issue of recycling bin on Frithwood Crescent (near yellow bollards) – still not securely fixed

· Bin installation of 7 new MKC recycling bins has not been addressed – bins are not securely fastened

· Confirm with Chris Carvell that the additional 4 bins will be serviced by MKC emptying contractors

It was noted that a dog bin is required along the bridleway running parallel with the H7.

	6. Decision required: Adoption of revised standing orders

	7. Decision required: MKPA play sessions
The Easter MKPA play sessions were reviewed following the MKPA report of the sessions.  The Councillors felt that the issue of activities for older children (8-14) has not yet been resolved, and signage has still not been  addressed.  The Council asked the Clerk to comment that there are few activities listed in the report (and therefore delivered?) for the 8-11 year old age range.

Action:  Clerk to raise these issues with MKPA. 

MKPA may wish to have a stall at the fete on 10th July.  The Clerk was asked to approach them to attend.

Action:  Clerk to contact MKPA.
The Council was in agreement to run the play sessions for the summer season, requesting a more pro-active approach with the 8-11 age range.  The budget is in place for this summer but we will be looking critically at what is delivered this summer to assess whether this is of value to the community.  Four sessions per week – Kents Hill, Monkston x 2 and Monkston Park.  MKPA to check whether there are activities which may clash with dates/times and also whether there is a grass cutting schedule which may conflict with the sessions.

	10. Decision required: Clerk role and structure

The Councillors agreed that a working group would be set up to discuss the merits of four work models: model 1 – sole Clerk role; model 2 – restricted hours to cover limited work and recruit an external person for the remainder of work; model 3 – employ a second/deputy Clerk and divide duties; model 4 – separate community and clerical tasks to deal with peaks and troughs in work load.  The working party with discuss this further and the Clerk was asked to add this to the agenda for next meeting.

The Clerk is also to arrange the spraying and clearance of the vacant plots on the site.
