	4. Decision required: Internal Audit findings report

	9. Decision required:  Parish Charter
The Parish Council’s version of the charter will be basis for the new Charter.  A draft will be circulated and reviewed at a MKC cabinet meeting in September/October according to Councillor timing dependencies.  To be deferred until a final draft is available for review and a decision to be made.


	

	10. Decision required: Youth activities for the Eastern Flank.

Youth activities were discussed by the Council.  It was proposed to contact MaD and independent youth workers, as well as the Walton Parish Council (plus other Parish Councils where youth workers are employed), to gather suggestions of possibilities of activities and youth projects.  Cllr Bowker to meet with the various contacts and put a paper to the Council for review for next steps.
Action:  Cllr Bowker to pursue this youth activities project and propose various options available.  
Members of public suggested that drop in sessions would be attractive to older teens, rather than short courses.

	11. Progress reports for information:

a) Monkston Park adoptions status 
Formal complaint about the Monkston Park green – not being maintained and cut, verges. It was suggested to contact Stephen Gillions and HCA again and lodge a formal complaint.

b) Bulb planting and park seat repair
The repair cost for the benches in Parkminster would be approx. £300.  Maurice Barnes has suggested that he could complete this work from the Parish Council’s bulb planting fund for Autumn 2010.
Cllr Cockram to inspect the benches with Cllr Clark and to suggest a repair plan and estimated cost for repair.

c) Kents Hill allotments
The Clerk updated the Council as to the status of the Kents Hill allotments.  Four plots are now vacant and new tenants are being appointed.  The contractor has now been appointed to maintain the site and work has already commenced.
d) Community events committee

The community fete on 10th July was a great success and the Council thanked the events committee for their organisation and planning.  A great number of positive comments were received verbally and on via the feedback forms.

The Council conducted the prize draw offered on the feedback form from the community fete.  The prize was a family ticket for the MK Dons.  The winner of the prize, drawn at the meeting, was Tim Martlow from Monkston.

e) Play area improvement project 2010/11

The Clerk reported that the matched funding grant of £4000 for MKC’s play area improvement fund for 2010/11 has been approved.  The Council asked the Clerk to make contact with the officers at MKC to move this project forward.
Action:  Clerk to make contact with officers at MKC to move this project forward.
f) Local schools
Cllr Corbett reported that she is working as an interested resident to a number of bodies regarding the shortage of school places for children in Monkston Park.  
Ward Cllr Crooks reported that there are 6.2 children per 100 houses per year group in Monkston, compared to average for Milton Keynes of 4.2.  Crest Nicholson has been approached to build a school at Oakgrove.  Monkston Primary School and Middleton Primary School have also been approached to consider an extension to the schools (three form year entry rather than two form year entry), to accommodate Monkston and Monkston Park children, as well as Broughton children.  
It was also reported that there will be designated school places for Monkston Park children subject to proper consultation.  The next opportunity to do this would be for intake in September 2012.

	13. Finance
a) Appeals for funding.  
MK Community Mediation Service.  They have handled five cases in the Parish 09/10 and have two trained mediators from our Parish.  Each case, on average, costs £500.  Full application information and supporting documentation provided.  Offer of working with parish to promote the work of the MK Community Mediation Service.  Provided £550 in May 2009 to the organisation and £550 in June 2008.  The Council unanimously agreed £600 for MK Community Mediation Service.

Kents Hill School.  They are planning to develop kitchen facilities, provide a multi-function room for use by parent groups and in-school timetabled classes and purchase computer equipment.  A grant is requested (undefined amount) for one of the following projects: a) purchase of laptop computers, b) purchase of white goods for the kitchen (oven, hob, microwave, dishwasher) and c) installation of cabling to allow the multi-function room to be used for IT.  Provided £2500 in July 2006 for play trail equipment.  The Council did not feel that they could make a decision on a grant given the outline information provided.  The Clerk was asked to contact Kents Hill School requesting more information on the projects and a price breakdown.
