Action:  Cllr Laws to re-visit the bracket concept to secure dog bins onto lamp posts.

It was suggested that AH Contracts should give feedback to the Clerk on any bins that do not need twice-weekly emptying and also those that need more regular emptying.  If there are bins that are regularly underutilised these could be moved to new locations.

	14. Review of Annual Governance Statement for audit preparation

	15. Progress reports:
a) Monkston Park allotments

It was agreed that the Parish Council would continue efforts to sign the transfer documents for the allotment site, and to sort out the outstanding items with HCA in retrospect. The outstanding items are:

· Planting – should be completed by HCA; funding amount from HCA unknown

· Weed kill and rotovation of the plots – should be completed properly by HCA

· Pegging out and numbering of plots – should be completed properly by HCA

· Notice board – should be completed properly by HCA

Action:  The Clerk to continue liaison with HCA to complete transfer and prepare allotments for tenancy.

b) Bulb planting

Following a meeting with Maurice Barnes last week it was agreed that plans will be drawn up by Maurice for planting in September 2010.  The Parish Council funds available (£2120) will be sufficient to plant bulbs for planting to cover 500m2.  Maurice will be able to plant the majority of the bulbs with machinery (100m2 is a suitable space for use of machinery); the remaining bulbs will be available for manual planting.  Two sites on Kents Hill and three sites on Monkston have been identified for planting.

c) Verge and pavement parking order
It was agreed at the last NAG that the NAG would advise the residents in the streets proposed for inclusion in the parking order that MKC decided that the streets were not suitable for inclusion.  It was therefore suggested that the NAG send a communication to residents in the proposed streets to gather their comments on the verge and pavement parking order, and pursue the verge and pavement parking order inclusion if required directly by the residents.  Should the residents feel strongly that the order is required, the Parish Council/NAG will request re-assessment by MKC of the said streets.

Action:  NAG members to pursue via the NAG process.

d) Kents Hill allotments

The drainage work has been completed at the allotment site.  A new man hole has been installed and the French drains have been linked via drainage piping.  The Council to monitor the effect of the new drains on the allotments with heavy rain fall. 

e) Community events committee

Meetings will now take place every 2 weeks up to the event.  Cllr Corbett updated the Parish Council on the progress made so far.
